THIS POLICY MAY BE DISQUALIFIED AT ANY TIME DURING OR AFTER THE

Juniors will be required to complete each nine hole in 2 hours 15 minutes or less. Lead
groups will have to play in 2 hours. If the tour representatives or on course rangers
determine that a group is out of position or off the speed of play pace, a player or players
may be asked to skip a hole to catch up and their score will not count.
